This module will focus on the theme of ‘War & Conflict’.

	Assessment: 

Assessment will take place throughout the year and be an integral part of the planning for KS3. Students will work in 4 x 9 weeks blocks with assessment dates and super teaching dates planned for each quarter 

	How progress will be recorded 

Student’s progress will be recorded in their sketchbooks with regular WWW and EBI comments written. Student homework will be marked and an effort grade given. Comments on how to improve and/or how to reach the next level, will be given through discussion with the class and on one to one basis.

Comment on EBI and advice from the teacher will help students consider their next targets and priorities.
